The code of conduct is to be followed, both on and off the course, throughout the RIWGA JUNIOR PROGRAM EVENTS.

1. Violations of the Code of Conduct on the golf course include: abusive language, club throwing, cheating, disrespect of volunteers or officials, abuse of the golf course, use of
smoking or chewing tobacco products, drugs or alcohol, not adhering to the dress code during practice clinics, play dates, or Championships, leaving the course during a competitive
round without the permission of a RIWGA official or any other conduct not becoming a RIWGA Junior Golfer.

2. Actions that are considered violations of the Code of Conduct off the golf course include: any use or association with drugs or alcohol, smoking or chewing tobacco products,
vandalism of a host club or practice area, or any conduct not becoming a RIWGA Junior Golfer.

3. Proper attire is required at all times at the golf facility or practice area. Failure to comply may result in disqualification. The dress code prohibits short-shorts, tank tops, T-shirts,
denim shorts, or jeans. All hats must be worn properly, and collared shirts must be worn and all shirts must be tucked in.

4. The RIWGA Executive Board may assess any or all of the following penalties based on the severity of the Code of Conduct Violation. A. Issue a written letter of warning to the
player and her parents/guardian. B. Disqualify the player from the toumament at which the violation occurs. C. Disqualify the player from the next tournament(s) for which she has

bee accepted. D. Suspend the player's membership indefinitely.
